Parking - A Modern Day Problem 

When I was a boy few people had cars and, if they did, it was just one car, for the 
family, not one or more per family member. My mate, when he started work in 
Newport, was expected to walk a handcart, with his tools and equipment loaded 
on it, to wherever his jobs where ï Wootton for example. People walked to work 
or school, or caught a bus, or got picked up and dropped off in the Company 
transport. Some families had the luxury of a motorcycle and side car into which 
they squeezed the whole family. 

These were the days when, if you had a phone, it was probably on a shared  party-
line, and the convention was that you shared use of that phone with your 
neighbours.  Things like tub washing machines and TVôs were a new luxury and 
very basic by todayôs standards. The point is, that times have changed, people 
today, generally, on the whole, can afford more and better, and many families 
have multiple vehicles. The problem is that we have not kept pace in providing 
parking facilities to match the increase in demand. 

Houses built years ago had no parking facility consideration, why would they. But 
today our Planning system still has not caught up and the consideration made for 
parking is clearly inadequate for the reality of demand, at 1İ cars per household 
for new houses, not even that for blocks of flats. There is not retrospective 
stipulation for existing housing stock, and you can see families with multiple 
vehicles move into houses where there is no on site parking, only limited space 
outside. Moorgreen Road is a good example. I lived there in the early 80ôs, and 
parking was not an issue, ever. Now, especially at certain times of the year, 
residents are frightened to leave a parking space near their hose least they will not 
be able to find another on their return. 

Failure to facilitate parking for people using the ferries too, adds to the problem 
and, in Cowes, for example, people travelling seek any roadside space  in which 
to park up for the duration of their trip. In places like Upper Moorgreen Road  
they park on the grass verges, spoiling the attractive setting of what should be a 
lovely tranquil cul-de-sac, where nothing much happens. 

We have the same in Northwood, where people with multiple vehicles and 
nowhere to park them, do so in another location, causing nuisance for 
residents. This abuse, if that is what it is, extends to vehicle traders, and we 
find that traders park their vehicles, sometimes vehicles that are not taxed, 
have no MOT and are not insured, on the roadside, in laybys, sometimes 
for months, causing eyesore and nuisance. Trying to get authorities to 
tackle this issue is hard work, and all that happens, usually, is the problem 
just moves to cause a nuisance at another location.

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This problem will not go away unless it is addressed head on, and money and 
legislation are coordinated to address it; Planning mandates provision for a more 
realistic 3-4 vehicles per household, underground parking wherever possible and 
discrete parking facilities in towns and ports. St Marys Road  car park, for 
example, could be developed to provide much needed town centre affordable 
housing but, hidden in the building, behind the facade, multi-storey parking, 
providing more spaces that there are in the present ugly vista. 

In the future, however, it may be, with the advent of driverless vehicles that could 
be summoned at will, via an App (such as the Uber Apps and the like), no one 
will bother with a vehicle, unless it is strictly necessary for their work. Why 
would you want the hassle, when you can summons a vehicle in minutes and 
carry little or no responsibility in its use or maintenance? 

 
Reporting Dog Fouling and Other Anti-Social Behaviour 

I feel that I have to reiterate that anyone who experiences the unpleasantness of 
anti-social behaviour, which includes dog fouling, must report it in a tangible way 
for action to be taken. You can do it anonymously, without incurring risk, if you 
are aware of such activity and any details that may help pin the offenders.  

Many people are nervous about putting their head above the parapet, and 
understandably so, but failing to report issues is, in effect, condoning them. It 
reinforces that behaviour, effectively accepting it by default. Incidents can be 
reported to the Council on 82100, the Police on 101 or 999 in emergency, Crime 
Stoppers on 0800 555 111, or Northwood Parish Council or Cowes Town Council 
or your Ward Councillor (me for Northwood and Cowes South) for them to pass 
on. 

Authorities need you to report to build up evidence that will support them taking 
action.
